For
example, let us set aside all TV, iPods, the "Wii" game thing, iPads,
superfluous texting, unnecessary phone conversations, video games, DVDs,
cassettes, newspapers, magazines, etc., for the next two weeks. (Do you
see how much time we can waste during a given day?). With the
time we save, we should easily be able to read the Paraklesis to our




Panagia everyday; as well as get every aspect of our daily spiritual
discipline into an active and consistent state.

Regarding computer use, can we not limit it to necessities—like work,
school, and viewing only spiritual things? Surely, those of us with such
things as Face Book & Twitter can avoid those sites for the next 13 days.

In addition, let us try to attend every service that our respective Parishes
will offer during this time. Since we are created as living icons of Christ,
the greatest desire of our soul is to worship Him!

Finally, let us use this time to ask forgiveness from loved-ones and others
for any sins we may have committed against them. And let us beg our
Panaghia to help us to be instruments of healing, where there are wounds
of divisions that have caused unrest and loss of communication.

O my precious children, permanent residents in my sinful heart, the
Theotokos Fast gives to us the golden opportunity to give our wounded and
starving souls a wonderful 'spiritual shot in the arm" Let us all take full
advantage of this great blessing available to us. As always, you know that I
am available to you 24/7/365!
